Any landscaping visible from the street must enhance the appearance of the house and contribute to a
harmonious neighborhood streetscape. There must be a balance of evergreen and deciduous trees, shrubs,
groundcovers and grasses. It may or may not include a lawn. Yards should be well maintained and free of
debris: trees and shrubs pruned, gardens mulched and free of weeds, and lawns edged, mowed and watered.

MCCA encourages homeowners to use environmentally friendly gardening practices.
