Basic Policy for Fence Construction

Fences are acceptable structures in Mill Creck, but must be constructed 5o as to maintain theintegral character of the
community and, pursuant to this concept, the following guidelines are hereby established by the Architectural Control
Committee:

1. Prior to commencemont and erection of any fence, 3 drawing of the design and specifications describing the type, shape,
materials, height and color must be submitted, {n duplicate, and approved in writing by the Committes. The detiled
information must include the exact location of the fence In relation to the propesty boundaries and existing stuctures. Rt is
the applicant's responsibility o locate and fdemify the property markers, both on the site and as submitted on the

accompanying sketch.
2 Fences will not be permitted in the following areas:
2.1. Fromt yard of any lot
2.2. Rear yard of any falrway lot excopt where enclosing a pool.
23. Cunting preserve area along Village Green Drive and Trillium Boulevard, except when endlosing a swimming pool.
24. Any common propesty, or any portion thereof.
3. Genperal conditions for fencing:
3.1. Natural evergreen screening is encouraged. I natural screening isinstalled, wmporary fencing may be approved If
erected simultmesusly with natural permanent planting,
32 Alifences shall harmonize with the existing or new landscaping. The Committee will consider, inaddidon, the
barmony of external design and location in relation to topography and surrounding structures.
3.2.1. Fencing isto beno higher than sixand % fect as measured from average grade surrounding the fence.
3.2.2. The finish shall be a staln consistent with the material and color of the adjoining residence, except natural
transparent stain may be used on cedar or redwood fencing (No latex o ofl paint)
323, Thefinished side mustfaceadjacentproperties and streets.
3.24. Chain link and other similar products are strictly prohibited. (Article IX, Paragraph 9.1.10)
3.25. All fences shall be maintained ina proper condition.
Flease Note: Approved plans are subject to final inspection, if decmed necessary by the Commitee. In case of changes, the
plons mustbe resubmiited to tho Committee. Any varfance from presented plans may be subject to change or removal at the
committee’s discredon. Any construction without approval will result ina “Stop Work Ordor” being issued until such time as

the property approval process has been complete.
