2 An elevation drawing or a perspective drawingof the propoesed additionat construction sufficiently detailed to
show the appearance of the addition and its refationship to the existing structure.

3. A sketch of the property showing the relationship between the proposed addition and all other adjacent
structures. It k the homeowner's responsibility to locate and identify all property markers, both at the site and on
the sketch included with the submittal.

4. Asamatterof record, aprojected completion date & requested by the owner. If any extension of the completion
date & necessary, or the project is canceled/postponed, the Association Office should be notified.

5 Approved plans are subject tofinal inspection if deemed necessary by the Committee. All plans become the
property of the Association and will be fied in the lot file. In case of changes, plans should be resubmitted 1o
the Committee prior to construction. Variance from approved plans may be subject to change at the
homeowner's expense or removal a the discretion of the Committee.
