1. Prior to commencement and erection of any fence, a drawing of the design and specifications describing the type, shape, materials,
height and color must be submitted, in duplicate, and approved in writing by the Committee. The detailed information must
include the exact location of the fence in relation to the property boundaries and existing structures. It is the applicant's
responsibility to locate and identify the property markers, both on the site and as submitted on the accompanying sketch.

2. Fences will not be permitted in the following areas:
2.1. Frontyard of any lot
2.2. Rear yard of any Fairway lot except where enclosing a swimming pool.
2.3. Cutting preserve area along Village Green Drive and Trillium Boulevard, except when enclosing a swimming pool.

3. General conditions for fencing:
